Arrigo Pola, a professional tenor in my hometown of Modena, Italy, took me as a 

pupil. I also enrolled in a teachers college. On graduating, I asked my father, 'Shall 

I be a teacher or a singer?' "'Luciano,' my father replied, 'if you try to sit on two 

chairs, you will fall between them. For life, you must choose one chair.' "I chose 

one.  It took seven years of study and frustration before I made my first             

professional appearance. It took another seven to reach the Metropolitan Opera. 

And now I think whether it's laying bricks, writing a book--whatever we choose-- 

we should give ourselves to it. Commitment, that's the key. Choose one chair." 

Our challenge this year at Heritage is to: 1.) Recommitment your life to 

Christ, 2.) Recommit your life to the Church, and 3.) Make a difference in 

someoneôs life every day this year. If we all work together serving the Lord and 

others this year, we can turn the world upside down. 

May God continue to bless you and your family in the month of February.

     Love; the word means so many things to so many people now. It’s used to describe everything from deep        
romantic/familial emotions or compassion for your fellow human being to how someone feels about a hot dog.       
It seems to always be used as just that, though, a feeling and not a continual choice.  

     As you’ve probably noticed, this makes most of what the world calls love very self serving, and, as a result, it can 
seem to vanish as soon as it appears (since feelings change as often as the wind). In essence, people now seem to 
believe this most precious of all connections exists when someone does whatever you want them to and agrees 
with all your ideas, actions, and points of views, and if they don’t, they don’t love you.  

     This view of love is partly at the heart of all the turmoil in the world now; scared people feeling that anyone who 
doesn’t agree with them (or see the world the way they do) doesn’t have their best interest at heart, hates them, 
and doesn’t care about their interests (and, by extension, love them as a person). This uneasiness has turned to  
anger, and anger to lashing out at others in all sorts of ways on social media and in person by way of words and 
physical violence. 

     What breaks my heart most lately, though, is Christians who have been part of the mean spiritedness, anger,   
and putting down of other groups (no matter what nationality, gender, political affiliation, or sexuality). Please     
understand I am not advocating we support their views, but there have been some verses and quotes going through 
my mind that might be worth considering as guideposts on how to best exemplify Christ to others (by thought, 
word, and deed) in these emotionally charged times. Two of the group have stuck out especially: 

   “ all of you should be of one mind. Sympathize with each other. Love each other as brothers and sisters. Be tender-
hearted, and keep a humble attitude. Don’t repay evil for evil. Don’t retaliate with insults when people insult you. 
Instead, pay them back with a blessing. That is what God has called you to do, and he will grant you his blessing.    
For the Scriptures say, ‘If you want to enjoy life and see many happy days, keep your tongue from speaking evil and 
your lips from telling lies. Turn away from evil and do good. Search for peace, and work to maintain it. The eyes of 
the Lord watch over those who do right, and his ears are open to their prayers. But the Lord turns his face against 
those who do evil.’” - 1 Peter 3:8-12
